Parents & Scouts:
Camp Frontier Summer Camp is nearly upon us and I can't wait!  I think everyone is going to have so much fun..
In this email about Summer Camp it is very similar to Ransburg but there is also a few things that are different so please read this. 
For those going to camp, we have enough drivers to get us to and from camp. 
We will be going to Camp Frontier Pioneer Scout Reservation. The address is 
7371 COUNTY ROAD S PIONEER, OH 43554
1)  Everyone’s gear is to be packed inside a plastic tote (Rubbermaid or other variety) with a flat lid for ease in stacking inside the Troop trailers.  BE SURE to leave a water bottle out of the tote so that you access to water throughout the first afternoon in camp!  You won’t be able to get into their totes until late afternoon. Make your scout pack – don’t do it for them. They will know what’s in there and where it is when they pack for themselves.
2)  Everyone needs a hanger to hang up his Class A shirt each night following dinner.  Everyone going to camp wears their Class A for dinner in the Dining Hall. 
 3)  EVERYONE is to wear their Class A uniform shirt on the drive down to Ransburg.  The shirts are to be tucked in to their shorts as well.  The camp will be taking a Troop Photo as soon as we get there.  DO NOT forget your uniform !!!
4)  There are NO ELECTRONICS allowed.  Leave those CELL PHONES at home.  If there is an emergency in camp, we will contact you.  If there is an emergency at home and you need to speak with your scout, call JEFF SMARKEL, CAMP DIRECTOR   at 419-459-4962 EXT. 105 
You may leave a message for me at (317) 701-4083 (but please know that I will only check messages once per day while in camp, and you might not hear back from me if it is not an emergency situation.  My phone will be hidden away, and I will not carry it with me).   PLEASE KNOW that if a Scout is caught with a CELL PHONE - you will be contacted to come and pick them up and take him home that very day – regardless of the time day or night.  We have a zero tolerance policy, and we need your support in this.   DO NOT let your son bring one with him and encourage him to hide it.  Just LEAVE IT AT HOME.
6)  We will be gathering in the Noblesville East Middle School parking lot on Sunday at 8:00 am.  Upon arrival to the parking lot, DO NOT PARK next to or near the Trailers.  We need to keep the area clear for movement of people and gear.  UPON ARRIVAL at the middle school - everyone going to camp – youth and adult - must go in through the check in process. Then move your gear to the correct trailer.   WE PLAN TO DEPART from the middle school parking lot absolutely no later than 9:00 am.  BE EARLY.  If you're on time you're late…if you’re early, you’re on time.  There is a lot to do in that short hour of time - we need EVERYONE there promptly..  Once each Scout has had his personal gear loaded, he is to gather with his patrol across from the trailers to await a short meeting for further instructions and information. 
7)  You will need to stop for a quick lunch on your way down. The cost of this lunch is not included in your Summer Camp cost.  If your scout is riding with someone else - please make sure they have money for their lunch.  DRIVERS - don't bypass this stop and head on to camp... we include the stop on-purpose...
1) to make the Scouts are fed, since dinner won't be served until nearly 6 pm and 
2)  check-in begins at 12:30  pm.  If we arrive early - we'll just be in the Camp Staff's way.  Enjoy the stop. We will stop at the Auburn exit 329 .Which is IN 8  to get some lunch. Some options are Culver’s, Jimmy Johns, Chipotle , Arby’s, Taco Bell, McDonalds. There are a lot of choices.  Be sure Google options.
8)  Be sure to leave any and all medications OUT of the totes.  These meds must be turned in upon check-in at Camp.  Keep them together in a ziploc bag.  Write their name, type of med & dosage info on the medication sheet (located in Troop Track), and put the sheet inside the plastic bag with their medications.  You will need a second medication sheet filled out to turn in at check in.  All meds must be in their original packaging, and any prescription meds, must be in proper bottle or package from the pharmacy.   Inhalers or epi-pens will not be turned in, but rather kept by the Scouts.  (These are the only meds that can be kept and self-administered).   NO ONE is allowed to have any meds in their personal gear or tents.  ALL meds (including for the adults) MUST be turned in to the Health Officer at check-in.  The camp & Troop 101 have a procedure that will be followed for administering meds.  Your scouts will be well cared for. 
 9) Your scout will shower during the week.  They will have the opportunity at least twice - but can ONLY go with all proper Youth Protection guidelines being followed.  Specific times for each Patrol will be designated.  They are NOT to go off by themselves to take a shower. Make to bring toiletries which includes soap, shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, hairbrush, towel, wash cloth or scrubbies, flip flops or crocks,  and a bag to carry it all in.
10)  Trading Post / Rootbeer Cantina (Tues.& Thurs) 
The amount of spending money needed depends on the Scout’s own circumstances and is at the discretion of the Scout and their parents.  Typical amounts brought by Scouts vary from $20 - $150; however, a Scout can have a very enjoyable week without any extra spending money. The Trading Post is well stocked and provides a variety of equipment, literature, souvenir items, and snacks. It is important to remember that each Scout is responsible for their own money.

10) YES!  Mail can be sent to your scout. 
We will collect any mail at check in.  Please mark on the mail what day you would like it delivered.  Example Day 1 package, Day 3 letter, etc.  Please do not send large boxes.  Chocolate melts and we do have nut allergies so no nuts please. 

11) If your Scout has been awarded his Firem’n Chit and/or  Totin’ Chip, they need to bring that with them to Summer Camp.  We recommend that you laminate each of them to protect from the weather or put it in a zip lock bag.  If your Scout does not have the appropriate Chit/Chip, they will not be able to build a fire or use a pocketknife.
12)  Anyone going to camp NOW is the time to be drinking LOTS of water every day. Carry a water bottle with you everywhere you go so you get used to it. You’ll need to have a water bottle with you everywhere you go throughout camp. There are two goals here, and if you achieve the first one, you’ll take care of the second one easily:  to stay hydrated, and to be clear and copious.
13) T101 Scouts are NOT allowed to purchase any kind of energy drink in the Trading Post.  The Trading Post accepts cash or Credit Cards.  Please encourage your scout to closely monitor any funds they bring to camp.  T101 is not responsible for any lost funds.  It is Their responsibility to take care of their money.   Parents – the Trading Post sells a variety of beverages, candy, ice cream and other snacks; along with t-shirts, hats, walking sticks and a wide array of camping “gear” that is easily purchased at Wal-Mart, Meijer or Target. 
14) All Scouts need to have a watch.  They will be responsible for making sure they get to where they need to be on time each and every day.
15) Sunscreen and Bug spray are very, very important.  Be sure to send it along with your scout - and encourage them to actually use it. 
16) Make sure any and all pre-requisites have been submitted to Mrs. Baker. These WILL NOT be turned into you merit badge counselor. 
17) Scouts can be picked up from East Middle School n Saturday between 12:00 pm & 1:00 pm - but scouts will call home when we are 30 minutes away. 
18) Personal Snacks are allowed - but they must be labeled with the Scout's name, and they MUST be kept inside the Troop Trailer.  NO ONE is to be eating near or inside their tents.  Please don’t overdo it on the personal snacks though… we’ll only be gone for 6 days. A few items each will be fine. We suggest No chocolate and No nuts.
19) NO OPEN TOED SHOES OF ANY KIND are allowed – Scouts or Adults.  We want you to be as safe as possible, and open toed shoes are just an invitation for injury. Keep the flip flops or crocks for the shower.
