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Dear Wagon Puller Leaders,							May 2024
Thank you for the assistance you have provided in the past for Symphony on the Prairie guests at Conner Prairie. If you are a new group this year, welcome!
Attached is the 2024 contract, listing the rules for wagon pulling. This contract must be signed and returned by a leader of your group before you are assigned to any concert dates. Only one copy of the contract per group is needed. You may send this along with your scheduling request. Also attached is a waiver of liability. Each wagon puller and chaperone must bring a signed waiver with them or turn one in on or before their first night to participate. All waivers are kept on file, so no one needs to turn in multiple copies during the same season if volunteering for more than one concert. 
The concert schedule/sign up form is also attached. Please do not sign up for more wagons than you can fill on any given night. There are 14 wagons per night, and we do our best to be fair with assignments and give each group as many of the spots they request as possible. Choose the dates your group wants to volunteer and list how many kids you want to bring each of those nights. You may email your completed forms to: volunteer@connerprairie.org with a subject line of: Wagon Pullers. Scheduling begins June 4, 2024, and you should expect to receive your confirmation by the end of that week.
Your shifts begin when the gates have opened and end when the concerts start. Gates open at 6:00pm for all concerts. Concerts begin at 8:00pm. There are 21 concerts this year. Do not arrive for check-in before 5:45 p.m. Our Volunteer PIC will be addressing our Adult Volunteers until 5:45 and then will check your youth in and answer questions.
All wagon pullers under age 18 are to have an adult chaperone over the age of 21 present on the property, near or alongside them throughout their service time. All wagon pullers age 15 and under must always have an adult chaperone walking with them. For those who are 16 and 17, their adult may wait at the edge of the field but MUST accompany the wagon puller across all paved roads/pathways. This is an updated policy from past years due to the construction across our grounds. Wagon pullers aged 18 may volunteer without a chaperone. Breaking rules will lead to individuals or entire groups being dismissed from the program. Our main goal is safety for all.

There will be a Zoom meeting for group leaders in late June before the concert season begins. Only one leader needs to attend, but additional leaders are always welcome. We look forward to welcoming your group to serve at Symphony on the Prairie 2024!
